It came to the Stewards attention that Mr Joe Leavy booked for three 
rides, only carries a Category A Permit. The Stewards had no alternative 
but to stand him down. Trainers are once again reminded that all 
amateur jockeys must hold a Category B Amateurs Permit. 
 
Angie Corson requested LITTLE LOTTIE in Race 4 be lead around the ring 
twice and taken to start without the jockey – the jockey was to meet at 
the start and be mounted there – This Request was approved.

The Stewards called a ‘Stewards Enquiry’ following interference between TIME TO DOCK 
and RELAXED BOY at around the 1 ½ furlong mark. Following a review of the footage 
including the head on, the result was allowed to stand.  
 
The Stewards interviewed Elisha Whittington with regard to her riding of TIMETODOCK.  
She explained that the horse did not respond to her control of the reins and that in her 
opinion the bit had slipped and was perhaps not the correct one to have an impact on the 
way the horse drifts to the left. The Stewards noted her explanation and cautioned her as 
to her further riding of TIMETODOCK but on this occasion they would take the view that 
the interference was accidental and not improper riding.
