Prior to Racing:	
The Stewards noted that the results from the routine test of ROI DU MONDE, trained by Alyson Malzard came back negative, the trainer was duly informed.

Alyson Malzard trainer of COOL DANDY requested that the horse be allowed to leave the parade ring early and be mounted on the course. The Stewards granted this request.

The Stewards noted that for Race 3 there had been two rider changes. FLASHY APACHE was to be ridden by Raul Da Silva and BURRISTO was to be ridden by Molly Gunn. These changes had been reported correctly but had been too late to be altered in the racecard. Whether the changes were listed on the number board by the Tote by the Clerk of the Scales (Manual B Rule 26) the Stewards did not note due to the inclement weather.  

The Stewards noted that the weather was unseasonal, and the meteorological conditions may impact race timings. 

RACE 1) THE LA VERTE RUE ASSOCIATES MAIDEN HURDLE

RACE 2) THE 1823 CELLAR RANDALLS HANDICAP

The Steward, Mr James Horrigan stood down for Race 2 due to his connection to one of the runners.

RACE 3) THE 2024 WARWICK VASE 

The start was delayed due to the late arrival of horses into the Parade Ring, caused by the inclement and unseasonal weather conditions. The Stewards agreed this was the correct course of action. 

CUEROS ridden by Victoria Malzard slipped and fell on the first (head-on) bend.  The jockey was up and off the course quickly and attended to immediately by the medical team.  The horse having galloped away with the field was inspected by the vets after it was caught. Victoria Malzard was stood down by the Race Medical Officer for the rest of the meeting.

Race 4) THE HUGH RAYMOND MEMORIAL HANDICAP 

The start was delayed due to the late arrival of horses into the Parade Ring, caused by the inclement and unseasonal weather conditions. The Stewards agreed this was the correct course of action. 

Freddie Tett took on the ride of NEVER SAID NOTHING due to Victoria Malzard being stood down following the fall in Race 3.

Race 5) THE WEDDING DAY HANDICAP

Paul Gallagher took the ride of ROI DU MONDE due to Victoria Malzard being stood down.

The Stewards ordered the routine testing of the winner of the Race MAN OF THE SEA, trained by Neil Mulholland.

Post Racing:

Under the CIHA Rules of Racing, Trainers Manual (C) Rule 32. Post-race Reports of matters materially affecting a horse’s performance. 

On Saturday 15th June Alyson Malzard trainer of DIPLOMATIE, in race 5 ridden by Mr F Tett, placed fifth, reported to the Head of Integrity that the rider had reported post race that the horse had run in snatches and was hanging. The horse was lame the day after racing.  She also reported that ALLEGRO JETE placed fifth in race 3 ridden by Mr F Tett, had bled. The Head of Equine Welfare reported that this was not obvious until the horse had returned to its home yard. 
 
The Channel Islands Horseracing Authority instructs the Stewards of the meeting to be held on Friday 28th June 2024 to investigate why Mr F Tett did not report the reason for the poor performance of DIPLOMATIE as he was required to do under Riders Manual Rule (D) Rule 39.
